- He alone is the king who has all good gifts in his control.  (LSC – 1986)
- You’re in charge! (Lucado p. 162)

POWER:

- He alone has the power to grant our petitions.  (LSC – 1986)
- You can do anything you want! (Lucado p. 162)

GLORY:

- He has all glory and is worthy of our praise.  (LSC – 1986) 
- You’re ablaze in beauty!  (Lucado p. 162)

FOREVER:

- Human helpers fail us, but our Father in heaven is the everlasting king, the omnipotent God.  (LSC – 
Koehler 253)

- Matthew 28:20: “And behold, I am with always to the end of the age.”

AMEN:

- This word means “so shall it be” and emphasizes that God, who has commanded us to pray, will hear  
our prayers and answer them as he has promised.  (LSC – 1986)

- Yes! Yes! – Believe, expect a miracle – bring an umbrella

Prayer: Amen, Amen; that is, Yea, yea, it shall be so. Amen. 
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
